	






Cabinet Regulation No 252

Riga, 10 April 2007 (prot. No 23 35.§)

Procedure for Registration and Marking of the Gambling Slot Machine, Equipment and Game Program of the Gambling Slot Machine
Issued pursuant to Paragraph six, Section 4

of the Gambling and Lotteries Law 
  

I. General provisions
1. These Regulations determine:

1.1. procedure for registration of gambling slot machine and equipment;

1.2. procedure for registration of the gambling slot machine game program;

1.3. procedure for marking of gambling slot machine and equipment.

2. Lotteries and Gambling Supervisory Inspection (hereinafter referred to as the Inspection) shall include information on the registered and marked gambling slot machines, equipment and gambling slot machine game program in registers as follows:

2.1. in the register of certified gambling slot machines and equipment;

2.2. in the register of gambling slot machine game programs.

3. Registers shall be available for public on the Internet home page of the Inspection (www.iaui.gov.lv). 
II. Procedure for registration of gambling slot machine and equipment
4. In order to register the gambling slot machine or equipment, the following documents shall be submitted to the Inspection by the gambling organizer:

4.1. application where is specified:

4.1.1. firm name of the gambling organizer;

4.1.2. address, registration number of the company;

4.1.3. name of the type of gambling slot machine;

4.1.4. model name of gambling slot machine or equipment;

4.1.5. series number allocated by manufacturer of the gambling slot machine or equipment;

4.1.6. year of production of the gambling slot machine or equipment;

4.1.7. name and address of manufacturer of the gambling slot machine or equipment;

4.2. certificate of compliance of the gambling slot machine or game program.

5. Within 30 days from the date when application is received by the Inspection decision is made on inclusion into register of the gambling slot machine or equipment.

6. Before inclusion into register of the gambling slot machine the Inspection shall be entitled to require from the applicant or certifying authority (competence whereof is acknowledged in compliance with laws and regulations concerning information to be included into certificate of compliance of the gambling slot machine, equipment or game program) additional documents and information on course and results of the certification process.

7. Where additional information and documents are required, Inspection within 30 days from the date when additional information and documents are received, shall take a decision on inclusion into register of the gambling slot machine or equipment or on refusal of registration.

8. Identification number is assigned and issued to gambling slot machine or equipment registered in the Inspection. Identification number on a metal plate shall be attached at a visible place on a gambling slot machine or equipment housing.

9. The allocated identification number shall remain constant for all the time while gambling slot machine or equipment is operated within territory of the Republic of Latvia by the gambling organizer.

10. Inspection shall avoid to include gambling slot machine or equipment into register where:

10.1. all the documents stipulated by Clause 4 of the present regulations are not submitted;

10.2. there is non-compliance of the same with requirements prescribed by Gambling and Lotteries Law and laws and regulations concerning electromagnetic compatibility and electric safety of equipment. 
III. Procedure for registration of the gambling slot machine game program
11. In order to register the gambling slot machine game program, the following documents shall be submitted to the Inspection by the gambling organizer:

11.1. application where is specified:

11.1.1. name of the game program;

11.1.2. name of manufacturer of the gambling slot machine game program;

11.1.3. type, model name and series number of that gambling slot machine, where the game will be used;

11.1.4. year of production of the game program;

11.1.5. name and address of manufacturer of the game program;

11.2. certificate of compliance of the gambling slot machine game program. 
IV. Procedure for marking of the gambling slot machine and equipment
12. Marks are issued by the Inspection to each gambling slot machine and equipment registered in the Republic of Latvia.

13. To receive the marks, the following documents shall be submitted to the Inspection by the gambling organizer:

13.1. application for marking of gambling slot machines and equipment (hereinafter referred to as the marking application), where the following information shall be indicated on each gambling slot machine and equipment:

13.1.1. identification number;

13.1.2. address for installation of the gambling slot machine or equipment at the day when application is submitted;

13.2. report on the gambling tax paid during the previous quarter approved by the State Revenue Service territorial office and certification that there is no taxpayer’s indebtedness of taxes and other mandatory payments established by the state, or request for the Inspection such certification to be requested from the State Revenue Service;

13.3. confirmation from the gambling organizer that all the gambling slot machines or equipment specified in the marking application are owned by the capital company (or the capital company has acquired the same on the basis of financial leasing agreement) having submitted the marking application, and value thereof is included in balance of the capital company.

14. Information stipulated by the marking application is submitted also electronically or confirmation is submitted when information specified in the application is sent by using e-mail.

15. Marking application is examined within 10 working days from the date when relevant application is received.

16. When the submitted information is insufficient to take a decision, additional information on course and results of the certification process provided by Clause 6 of these regulations shall be required by the Inspection. Time from the day when inquiry is sent until the day when the required additional information is received is not counted in term for examination of the marking application. When within 10 working days after inquiry is sent no additional information required has been submitted by applicant, the marking application is not examined by the Inspection and is returned to the applicant.

17. When during operation of the gambling slot machine or equipment changes are made in address of installation thereof, the new address electronically is declared to the Inspection before installation of the gambling slot machine or equipment by the gambling organizer.

18. The mark to recipient thereof shall be issued after receipt is produced by them confirming state duty paid.

19. Mark shall be awarded for three months of a calendar year, and the same shall be valid for 15 days after the end of respective quarter.

20. Mark shall be stuck at a visible place on the gambling slot machine or equipment housing.

21. Damaged mark shall be invalid and is cancelled. In the said case representative from the Inspection or the State Revenue Service is invited by the gambling organizer and joint statement is made. The statement together with inquiry for acquisition of a new mark shall be submitted to the Inspection. New mark shall be issued by the Inspection within three working days.

22. Where gambling organizer is selling or presenting the registered gambling slot machine or equipment to another capital company – gambling organizer, he shall notify the Inspection thereof within three working days. In notification name of capital company, registration number, legal address or given name, surname, identity number of natural person of the new owner as well as identification number and mark serial  number of the alienated gambling slot machine shall be indicated. Inspection shall immediately cancel a record in the register on assignment of mark. Capital company, which will further operate the respective gambling slot machine or equipment, shall submit a marking application to receive a new mark.

23. Where operation of the gambling slot machine or equipment is completed, the same is sold or presented to natural person or another capital company having received no license for arrangement of gambling or gambling slot machine or equipment is carried out (exported) from Latvia by the gambling organizer, they shall notify the Inspection thereof within three working days. In the notification the gambling slot machine identification number and mark serial number shall be specified. Inspection shall immediately cancel a record in the register on assignment of mark and a record in the register of gambling slot machines and equipments on allocation of the identification number. 
V. Closing provisions
24. The 18 July 2000 Cabinet Regulation No. 237, Regulations for Marking of the Gambling Slot Machines and Equipment (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2000, No 266/268; 2003, No 137) shall be repealed.

25. Sub-clause 4.2, Clause 10 and sub-clause 11.2 of these Regulations shall come into force on 1 September 2007.
